_ research deals with the factors that help students to gain marks at the Scholarship Examination. |

In 1944, February, 10" the Educational Executive Committee decided to grant the
opportunity to children of poor families for Higher Educational facilities free. So that such
children could gain entrance to Central Schools. This is according to the report based on
'Dr.C.W.W.Kannagara on free Education. (Kannagara report ,1943). At present it has become a
very competitive exam which enables students to gain entrance to popular schools. Such
students are able to enter the higher Education field and ultimately acquire honorable jobs. As
such students and parents are interested in acquiring higher marks at the examination and
parents encourage their children for this purpose. There are some fundamental facts that guide
this examination. The main objectives of the study are the connection between the marks that
students gain in term end exam, and scholarship marks, student estimate and scholarship
marks, student related factors and scholarship marks, student’s family related factors and
scholarship marks and the number of students who pass the scholarship examination and those
who fail the examination. | '

Data for the project was collected through a multiple sample to achieve the objective and
the data was analyzed based on statistical and scientific characteristics and decided on the best
research method. Reports, questionnaires and interviews were used as data collecting methods
and tools. The data thus collected was analyzed separately in the eligible or non eligible sample
for a scholarship based on statistical and scientific characteristics.

The main findings of the study are the facility to use grade five term test marks to forecast
scholarship marks, the inability to use student assessment reports to forecast scholarship
marks, the strong positive relationship between the student achievement at the.scholarship
exam and the factors related to students and family.
