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Abstract

In Sri Lanka each preschool institution follows different curricula due to lack of
centralized system to coordinate preschool by government of private institutions.
Therefore, a research is essentially needed to bring forward possible alternatives to
solve this issue trough finding the diminishing factors of Learning Quality in Standard
of preschool located in Manmunai South Eruvil Pattu Division. To this research
thirty teachers out of fifteen schools, an Assistant Director of Education for
pre-school in Paddiruppu Education Zone and the Child Protection Officer of
Manmunai South Eruvuil Pattu Divisional Secretariat were selected as research
sample and were studied thoroughly using data collection tools of
questionnaire, interview and researcher’s direct observation. It can be seen that
a few pre-schools where the resources are available for Learning Quality Input
ensure Growth of Learning Quality in Standard in this education division.
Unfortunately most of the pre-schools are lack of accessing proper physical,
human and financial resources for the positive growth in learning quality in
standards. The highest number of pre-school teachers possesses only the
G.C.E.O/L result as higher academic qualification and those teachers are not
interested in attending to the workshop and seminar. Further the teachers are
not satisfied with the their payment for the work even they work hard for
children with vulnerabilities such as a small plot of land, lack of drinking water
and sanitary facilities. They need to depend on another income earning source
to cover their living cost. In addition the playful activities are also limited
without use of model tools that stimulate learning. And also it is identified that
the Parents’ involvement is a problematic area in pre-school education
development. The findings of this study discuss how to improve teachers’
quality to promote their knowledge, how financial supports can be generated to
modernize the classrooms, how to utilize resources effectively and efficiently
and how to increase public — private partnership to promote learning quality in

standards by increasing and gathering learning quality inputs.
