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Abstract

This research focuses on the impacts of the schools, houses and individual differences of the
students that contribute to the success and failure of the students in Grade Five Scholarship
examination. The leadership of the principals, the teaching methods adapted by teachers and
teaching aid, social and economical status of the students, parents’ education level, parents’
contribution to schools and students’ individual differences are considered the variables of this
research. This research was done as the mix method using the qualitative and quantitative
methods eight schools in Sainthamaruthu education division were taken as samples. A
questionnaire was distributed among the 34 students who passed and the 137 Students who
failed the scholarship examination, and the 11 teachers who taught those students. The
principals of the eight schools and 24 parents of the students who passed and 33 parents of the
students who failed the scholarship examination were also interviewed. The data collected
were organized in Microsoft excel spread sheet. The results of the research was compared with
the research by other researchers, and it has proposed suggestions to the schools, students and
parents. Thus, it is proposed that the principals inspect the classrooms and observe the teaching
methods, it is also proposed Thad the teachers conduct additional evening classes and make
use of the teachers’ guide and model papers. of Some practical solutions and practises have
been mentioned to uplift the level of education of the students who failed the scholarship
examination. To improve the standard of the students, their school and home environment as
well as their individual differences should be positive. Then only a student can exhibit his

talent in studies and have changes in his behaviour.
